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Head and body 135-150 cm; tail 20-30 cm; weight 75-200 kg. This wild relative of a
domestic pig is taller and more flattened in body shape with a 10 cm. long mane which
will erect up when in fight or frightened. Pelage is blackish grey. A male has well-
developed upper canines which protruding outward from the lips. Piglets have pale
spots and striped all over the body which will disappear when becoming older.
Europe, North Africa and Asia. In this country it distributes in all parts, exceedingly
common at moist areas in evergreen forest and swamp forest.
Found living in both dry evergreen and dry dipterocarp forests, usually near water
bodies. In Sakaerat forest, its tracks have been seen in the dry evergreen forest and lush
grassy areas.
Keeps in herds of 7-10 individuals. They breed almost throughout the year, but the

majority start breeding in cold season. The gestation period is 112-115 days. One litter

annually with 3-12 young. Feeds on omnivorous diets including roots, tubers,
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earthworms, larvae, pupae, insects, snakes and even carcasses; by digging with its

muzzle in wet areas.

Status : Abundant in Sakaerat forest.
