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Characteristics :
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Head and body 15-26 cm; tail 6-7 cm; weight 0.5 kg. A small-sized subterranean rat
with soft brown or grayish brown pelage, belly hairs darker than those of back. A small
patch of white hairs present on forehead in some individuals. Its soles are quite smooth.
Its long incisors are used for digging the ground, gnawing food items and biting
enemies.

Nepal, Assam, Myanmar, and Thailand where it distributes all over above the Isthmus
of Kra.

Normally constructing underground tunnel systems on hill slopes with dense clumps of
bamboos, its preferred sites are always near the stream, under bamboo clumps or at base
of large trees. The entrance is noticed by the presence of a heap of loose soil. In
Sakaerat forest, they are confined to dry dipterocarp forest, such as Khao Hin Phloeng

and Khao Kanna.
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Habit :

Status :

They will emerge from their burrows at dusk or at dawn searching for bamboo roots,
bamboo shoots, living bamboo culms and young rhizomes of dwarf bamboos (in
Sakaerat area), including many fallen fruits.
