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Characteristics : Head and body 90-105 cm; tail 17-19 cm; weight 20-28 kg. A smaller relative of deer 

with reddish rown or yellowish brown body; hairs at ear backs to neck spine darker and 
extending downward to its nose. A large tear gland is evidently seen below each eye. A 
buck has short antlers at his forehead and long canines protruding beyond the lips. 

Distribution : Sri Lanka, India, Nepal, southern China, Myanmar, Thailand, Laos, Kampuchea, 
Vietnam, Malaysia and Indonesia. Found all over the country in Thailand. 

Habitat : Throughout the dry dipterocarp and dry evergreen forests of Sakaerat, tracks of this 
muntjac are seen, such as along the trails to Hin Khieo cave and to Khao Phayom. 

Habit : Generally solitary, but keeping in pairs during the breeding season or a doe staying with 
her fawn. Searching for leaves, grasses and fallen fruits in the daytime, also visting a 
salt lick. Mating season falls etween November-May; a gestation period lasting for 6 
months. 

Status : Quite abundant in Sakaerat forest, they are protected legally as a protected wild animal.
